You’ll also need to bring drinking water, and break-
fast and lunch for Sunday. Dry Fire wood is hard to 
find at the camp, so bring some with you. We break 
camp on Sunday morning and drive up to Gloucester 
Tops (unsealed forestry road) for a spectacular four 
hour circuit walk through sub-alpine woodland, ma-
jestic beech forest and lush rainforest. Depending on 
the weather it can be cool at this altitude. We return 
to Sydney late Sunday afternoon.

We'll 
walk along track past the pistol club then it’s a 
coastal walk via the remnants of the squatters shanty 
town that arose after the 1929 stock exchange col-
lapse. Then via the Aquatic Reserve down to Little 
Congwong for a refreshing dip. Coffee afterwards at 
La Perouse. Public transport back to pick up cars or 
start your trip home. Not a long walk but full of inter-
est, great views
